  January seems to bring many things: the cold, the snow, the ever popular 

(depending on whose point of view you are looking at it from) snow days off of 

school and the ability to replace that boring calendar youôve been looking at all 

year.  But January also brings us a new year, a new chance to start things off on 

a good foot, a chance to make this year better than the last.  

We aren't huge "new year's resolutions" kind of people in our house.  However, 

Jacki and I talked and instead we set things as goals that we would like to reach.  

These goals were something that we havenôt ever done before but would like to 

accomplish.  Jacki is going to read the Bible from cover to cover, straight through 

(not skipping all the ñbegatsòédonôt know what Iôm talking about?  Check out 

First Chronicles sometimeé)  The one she brought up, and I accepted the 

challenge to meet, is to average reading one book a week throughout the year.  

So...52 weeks, 52 different books.  And I'm not talking about reading books to 

the kids at night, because then I'd blow this thing out of the water.  But actual 

chapter books.  Should make for an interesting time.  

This is our chance to do something new in the new year.  The last few weeks in 

service we have had the opportunity to sign up to commit to being in service 

through the church in one (or more!) of three areas: education, member care 

and missions.  The ministries of the church, everything from small groups, to 

meal delivery to mission trips cannot happen without you the congregation.  

I remember when I was little singing a song in Sunday school called ñThe Living 

Churchò.  It went something like this: ñThe living church has many parts, and 

many parts make up Christôs body.  I am one of them, and so are you, so letôs all 

do our part.ò  Then, there was lots of action and activity as the whole Sunday 

school would go through the body parts, flailing them around.  What I didnôt 

understand then, but I understand now, is why there was the chaos of body 

partséit was a physical representation of how, while each limb is its own 

separate entity, it is hard to do everything we need to do without all of them 

working together.  

Just as in the song, we the church, the living church, the members of Christôs 

bodyéwe have to find a way to work together.  We wonôt lose out individuality, 

we wonôt lose the areas in which we have great passion, but rather we will find 

that when everyone pitches in, when everyone finds the way they can be in 

service to God, that the church will begin to flourish.  

So as we work through January and into February, let me put a challenge before 

you: if you havenôt filled out your Gift Card, sit down with it, pray with it, and 

then listen.  Listen to where God is leading you, to where God is calling you to be 

in service.  Then, and this is the big thing with any goal or resolution, I challenge 

you to not just set the goal and be satisfied, but actually get up and do 

something about it!  Today is January 16 théthe start of the third week of the 

month.  I set my goal of reading a book a weekéIôm happy to tell you Iôm ahead 

of schedule, already part way through my fourth book.  It isnôt always easy to 

rise up and meet the goals we setébut when we work at it together, when we 

push forward with the common goal of living out our faith, we truly can become a 

living church.

The image on the floor of the chancel is that of 

a star and it is made out of elements from the 

story of epiphany as told in Matthewôs gospel: 

gold (FUMC offering plate), f rankincense 

(yellow), myrrh (brunt orange). The broken 

glass in this piece is in memory of the 

innocents who were slaughtered as a result of 

the starôs appearance. (see Matthew 2:16-18.) 

A bright light casts a very dark shadow. One 

could argue that the intent behind the gifts of 

gold, frankincense, and myrrh was more about 

survival than it was symbolism. Infant 

mortality rate in the ancient world was over 

30%. A newborn king was fragile. 

Frankincense has antibacterial properties that 

would have made it a staple in the family 

medicine chest. Gold could have been saved in 

case an illness required a medical 

professional. Myrrh was used medicinally and 

as a burial spice. It would appear as if the 

magi understood that health care is a basic 

human right that eludes those who live on the 

margins.
