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On Sunday, June 5 th , I was among a group of individuals brought before the entirety of the Iowa 

Annual Conferenceé 

Now, if I left it there, I suppose you could take it one of two ways...1) This is a bad thing, our 

pastor got in trouble with the church.  Or, 2) This is a good thing, our pastor was being given an honor.  

Luckily, I sit before my computer tonight being able to tell you that the second option was truly the one 

that was true.  I, with five of my other fellow pastors (and friends), knelt before the masses, where 

Bishop Trimble laid his hands on my shoulder and then bestowed upon me the honor of being made a 

provisional member of the Iowa Annual Conference.  It was an awesome moment, one that I was so 

excited about, but didnôt remember too much of because I was so nervous (but luckily they posted it to 

the Conference website, where I could go back and watch it).
