$90 and food costs are shared at approximately $80/person. 

 

Finance Committee Report 
 

The FUMC Finance committee is pleased to report  they have successfully renegotiated our building loan.  The     
original interest rate of 6.95% has been reduced to 6%.  The rate has been guaranteed at Peoples Savings Bank in 
Indianola for seven years and was done without additional closing costs or other expenses.  This will result in about 
$15,000.00 per year savings on our $1.5 million loan balance. 

 

As we enter into our third Capital Campaign, an update may be helpful.  The building addition, including architectural 
fees, asbestos removal and furnishings cost $2,369.000. An additional $101,394 was spent for the house on Salem 
Avenue, including the demolition.  This totals $2,470.394.  An additional $1,008,031 was spent repairing and replacing 
old systems in our existing buildings (plumbing, heating, roof renovations, etc.).  Our goal in 2003 was to fix what was 
broken, update the existing space and build much needed new space, particularly for the young children. 

 

We presently owe $1,524,300 with $183,000 yet to collect on the 2008 campaign.  We have raised nearly $2,000,000 
and have made good progress retiring the debt.  It is now  time to REMEMBER to CELEBRATE and FINISH this  

project.

                Attention all bikers and walkers:  
 
The fourteenth Annual Bike Ride/Walk for Habitat for Humanity will be held Sunday, September 19, 2010.  We will meet at the 
church at 1:00 and ride to the Summerset Trail and proceed onto Summerset State Park at Banner Lakes which is right off the trail 
where we will have refreshments.

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Care Ministry Corner 

Divorce Hurts 
Divorce brings many wounds and healing those wounds is unfortunately not a quick proc-
ess.  As Christians, we know we need to turn these hurts over to the Lord. But we must also 
grieve the loss of what was and with that comes many emotions. Over the last 20 years or 
so, researchers have observed that the same stages of grief also go with any crisis. 
 
The process goes something like this: 
This is not happening (Denial) 
This isnõt right (Anger) 
Maybe I can undo this (Bargaining) 
Iõll never get over this (Depression) 
I will get through this and start a new life ( Acceptance) 

If any of those stages get cheated, youõll have to make it up later.  Although we want to 
push quickly through this pain, it is essential to feel each stage. Experts say it takes        
anywhere from one to five years to recover emotionally from any major loss.  Emotions 
associated with Divorce include confusion, betrayal, fear and shame. And you might add a 
few more to this collection from your own experience. Big problems unleash Big emotions. 
Thatõs the way God made us.  All of these feelings are instruments of Godõs grace and  
healing power.  Let them work!
